TREE CANOPY

Wyndham has the lowest tree canopy in the nation:
5.4% covered by trees, according to RMIT study.

We're working to cover 25% of our streets and 35% of
open spaces by 2041.

We've increased the canopy by 50% between 2007
and 2017.

We're planting 21,500 trees this year.
Developers planning a further 10,000.

We need a review of infrastructure design standards.
